Teacher Notes

Read all of the questions and passages to the student and encourage their observations and questions. Introduce the
student to new terms that refer to the knowledge of good and evil: morals, moral knowledge, and ethics.

This can describe the quality of your inner character, how you see the world, and how you behave.

This incident tells you the origin of morals, the standard for morals, and why you should be moral.

1. With careful observation, what does it mean when you know the difference between good and evil?

When the Lord saw that human wickedness was widespread on the earth and that every inclination of the human
mind was nothing but evil all the time, (Gen 6:5, CSB)

“The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God has come near. Repent and believe the good news!” (Mark 1:15, CSB)

Inform the student: when you look up “inclination” in the dictionary, it means “a person's natural tendency or urge to act.”

Ask the student: do you have a choice in how you behave?

Ask the student: how does God define what is evil?

God defines evil as 1) not knowing God, and 2) not obeying His word.
